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Principal’ s Message 
 

I love the culture that exists among the 

school community here at Shelley Elementary!  I 

have observed and been a part of it often, but am 

specifically reminded of it yet again this past 

week as we have experienced a number of events 

or situations. 

As you may be aware, we have had five 

different break-ins occur at our school over the 

past three weeks.  The destruction has varied in 

degree with each break-in, and it has been 

frustrating to deal with as we are trying to move 

forward with the new school year in our new 

facility.  It has been disheartening to see the 

damage to the different areas of our school--

some in our new addition, some in the older parts. 

American Fork Police Department personnel are 

working closely with us, and we hope to bring a 

stop to these incidents.  Meanwhile, though, it has 

been impressive to see the number of people who 

have come forth with offers to help and 

suggestions of things that could be done to bring a 

higher level of security to our building.  People 

view an attack on our school building as a personal 

attack on our community, and they have pulled 

together in an effort to find a resolve to the 

problem. 

This past week Mr. Larson experienced a 

heart attack just at the beginning of school one 

morning.  Faculty members as well as some 

students and parents were in the front office 

area of the school as he was being taken by  

 

 

paramedics to the ambulance that waited outside.  

Literally within minutes, there were calls inquiring 

of his well being and offering support.  Again, 

what a positive example of the culture of our 

school.  When something happens to someone 

within our school community, there is an 

outpouring of caring and concern, with offers to 

help in any way possible.  It is much more like the 

way a close-knit family responds to a situation 

than you would typically expect from a group of 

people who happen to simply live near each other.  

(By the way, Mr. Larson is doing very well, and will 

be returning to school this week.) 

There has been quite a bit of conversation 

exchange in relation to the upcoming address of 

President Obama.  Based on the feedback we had 

received at the time a decision needed to be 

made, I pulled our faculty together and we made 

the decision to not air the speech live.  I did not 

want to leave the decision unsettled over Labor 

Day weekend, as the speech is scheduled to be 

aired on Tuesday morning, the very day we return.  

Since sending out the e-mail last Friday to notify 

parents of the decision, I have received a great 

diversity of responses--some expressing 

appreciation for the decision, some expressing 

displeasure.  My point in sharing this, though, is to 

provide yet another illustration of the amazing 

culture we have in our school community.  The 

responses supporting either end of the spectrum 

of opinions were expressed respectfully and with 

thoughtful rationale and explanation.  Once 

patrons have spoken their viewpoints, they have 

accepted the decision made and have offered 

support, and are moving forward with their own 



personal follow up in appropriate ways.  I very 

much appreciate the sincere manner in which our 

community members have handled this unique 

situation. 

Another area of great concern at Shelley is 

the traffic flow at and around our school during 

the drop off and pick up times of students 

throughout the day.  We worked closely with 

Alpine District leaders, with the American Fork 

Police Department, with American Fork City 

Planners, with members of our School Community 

Council and our PTA, and with the faculty and 

staff of our school.  As is often the case, what 

looks like a good plan on paper (or even on a digital 

traffic simulation) may not play out that way in 

reality.  This issue has been one of high intensity, 

as it well should be.  The safety of our students is 

of utmost importance.  A feature article within 

this newsletter will more directly address where 

we stand on this issue, but my point in mentioning 

it here is as one final example of "the way the 

Shelley community does things."  By far a great 

majority of people who have expressed concern 

have done so by sharing specific examples, by 

making suggestions for improvement, by 

volunteering time and service to help make things 

better.  The physical facility of our school building 

is not what it used to be--even a year ago.  We 

now have a different set of concerns to address, 

and this takes time and study.  Until the school 

year actually began it was difficult to anticipate 

just how things would play out.  I am grateful for 

the way patrons have shown caution, patience and 

good judgment as we work together to bring a 

needed resolve to this issue. 

The heart and soul of our school's culture 

is not only what the people of the Shelley school 

community believe, but how they choose to act on 

those beliefs as we interact with each other on a 

daily basis in response to the good times as well as 

the bad--to the celebrations as well as the 

challenges.  Thank you for the unique strengths 

and qualities each of you contributes to the 

Shelley Elementary School culture.  It is a 

privilege and an honor to be a part of this 

community.

Traffic Flow for Student 

Drop-off and Pick-up 
 

As was mentioned in the Principal's 

Message, the issue of traffic flow for student 

drop off and pick up has been of high interest and 

concern at our school.  The plan initially presented 

at our Back-to-School Open House was to not 

allow parents to drop off or pick up students in 

the east pull-through (on 100 West) or in the 

southwest pull-through in front of the bike racks 

(on 200 West). With the sidewalk improvements 

completed, a number of families are now having 

their children walk to school from their area on 

the east side of the school.  Ensuring a safe 

crossing at the crosswalk on 100 West is a major 

concern expressed by those parents, since there 

is no longer a crossing guard at that location.  

Several near misses have been reported, and 

traffic along that street seems to be moving at 

quite a busy pace.  Other parents are requesting 

that we open up the pull-through on 100 West for 

use as a drop off or pick up zone.  The concern is 

that there is no teacher supervision available for 

that area.  (There are only a limited number of 

teachers who have prep times such that they are 

not with students right at the bell, so they can 

follow through with drop off or pick up supervision 

without leaving students unattended for a time in 

their classrooms.) We are still working with 

American Fork City and Alpine School District 

officials on the concerns with safe arrival at the 

east side of the school.  We have had several 

parents offer viable suggestions and hope to 

reach a workable solution very soon.  

Meanwhile, we have opened up the 

southwest pull-through for drop off and pick up.  

Since there is only one bus that even comes to our 

school, there is very limited need for a bus drop 

off.  The only times when the bus is at the school 

are the 9:15 a.m. drop off and the 3:30 p.m. pick 

up time.  That leaves the 8:00 a.m. drop off and 

the 2:15 p.m. pick up open for patron use.  The 

Life Skills bus driver has indicated that it is not a 

problem for others to use that pull through even 

when he is in the bus loading zone as long as they 



do not block his ability either to arrive or leave 

when needed.  Hopefully by opening up this 

additional pull through, some of the longer waits 

will be lessened. 

The challenge with three pull-throughs 

emptying out onto 200 West, is the congestion 

caused along that street at high use times.  This 

will especially be a concern when we experience 

bad weather and a much greater number of 

students will be picked up rather than walking or 

biking home.  This is why it is essential that 

everyone exercise patience, caution, and good 

judgment while waiting.  Please do not block 

intersections, causing gridlock or impeding 

through traffic.  Please also do not park along the 

west side of 200 West and beckon your child to 

just run across the road to jump into the car.  I 

recognize the difficulty and the time involved in 

the waiting process, especially for pick up at the 

end of the students' school day.  However, we 

must yield to student safety over personal 
convenience.  So we are simply requesting that you 

help us by allowing plenty of time for drop off and 

pick up so you will not be rushed.  Once you drive 

into the pull through you are using, please pull as 

far forward as possible (even if it means waiting 

for another minute to unload or load children).  If 

you stop just as you pull into the zone, leaving 

several empty car spaces ahead of you, it 

needlessly keeps additional cars from unloading or 

loading in a timely manner.  Our teachers and 

staff on supervision duty will try to work with you 

on guiding you to pull forward, and to drop off or 

pick up your students as efficiently as possible. 

We have noticed a number of parents 

talking on cell phones as they pull into the pull 

throughs.  If this is the method you use to notify 

your children that you are there to pick them up, 

please make the call before you pull into the pick 

up zone and then hang up so you can totally focus 

on the students and traffic in the area. 

Overall, things have gotten much better 

over the past two weeks as people have settled 

into a routine.  The morning drop off process has 

become fairly smooth as parents arrive at a fairly 

even pace.  One of the greatest helps we have 

noticed is the practice of "walking school busses."  

This is where a group of neighbors band together 

and establish a parent rotation so that one or two 

parents each take their turn to walk along the 

street gathering students as they go.  The 

students walk in pairs following behind the parent, 

who watches over the students making sure they 

cross streets safely along the way, and dropping 

them off at the front gathering area of the 

school.  Then they do the reverse at the end of 

the day, with the parent walking to the school to 

meet and collect the children at their designated 

meeting place. When the students they are 

responsible for have gathered and paired up, the 

parent walks them home, dropping them off at 

their own homes along the way.  One group in 

particular was recently observed where the 

mother was smiling and having fun with the 

children as they "marched" along in formation 

heading home from their school day.  Walking in 

this manner can be fun and healthy for all 

concerned, as well as taking pressure off the 

traffic load. 

We also appreciate when parents carpool 

wherever possible.  When a minivan pulls up and 

several students pile out of one car that helps 

lessen traffic as well.  Thank you for any and all 

efforts you are making to help ease the traffic 

burden at these congested times.  We also 

express our gratitude for the parent volunteers 

who helped with additional supervision during the 

first two weeks of school as we were working to 

train parents and students on the appropriate use 

of our new drop off and pick up zones.  It may 

become necessary to rely on ongoing parent 

volunteer help throughout the year in order to 

assure consistent student safety. 

In summary--allow plenty of time, drive 

cautiously and alertly (no cell phone distractions), 

pull as far forward as you can allowing as many 

vehicles as possible to enter the loading and 

unloading zone at once, encourage and participate 

in neighborhood walking or carpooling wherever 

possible, and be willing to volunteer your time to 

help with supervision when requested.  Working 
together we will be able to find the best and 
most workable plan for all concerned to ensure 
safe student arrivals and departures. 



Substitute Supervision 

Help Needed 
We typically have two playground 

supervisors on duty throughout the lunch period at 

Shelley Elementary.  On occasion one of them may 

be ill or have a schedule conflict, and a substitute 

supervisor is needed.  It would be very helpful if 

we had a list of people willing and interested, so 

that a substitute can be readily obtained.  

Playground supervision is a paid position so the 

substitute would be paid at the going rate for 

their time, which would be from 10:45 a.m. to 

12:15 p.m.  If this is something you would be willing 

and able to do, please inquire at the school office 

for information on the steps to take to be placed 

on the substitute supervisor list.

1st Grade Opens New Class 
 

By the first day of school Shelley's first grade 

enrollment had grown to the point that we needed to 

add an additional class!  (This is the same group of 

students with which a year ago we opened a new session 

of kindergarten just a few of weeks into the new year.)  

On Friday, August 21, we hired Mrs. Julie Jensen as 

the new first grade teacher.  On Saturday we called 

parents asking for support to change their students to 

the new class while Mrs. Jensen spent the day setting 

up her classroom.  Then on Monday we held an Open 

House where students and parents could meet their 

new teacher, and the new class began on Tuesday, 

August 25.  

We welcome Mrs. Jensen's return to the 

Shelley Elementary faculty, and also express our 

thanks to the parents who were willing to accept the 

invitation to make this change.  The creation of this 

new class pulled an average of four students out of 

each of the existing six first grade classes, making a 

much better class size for everyone. 

 

Student ID Kits  
 

 The American Football Coaches Association in 

partnership with the Federal Bureau of Investigation 

have made student ID kits available to our school 

district.  These were given to the parent of each 

kindergarten student when they came to do their 

beginning of the year assessment.  The items in the kit 

include an inkless fingerprint kit, a wallet card, and 

DNA collection swabs, and are completed and stored at 

your own home.  Then, if ever needed, you will be able 

to provide the information to authorities to help 

reunite a missing child with your family.  You may 

request these kits for your elementary school age 

children at our front office or you may visit the 

website www.childidprogram.com. 



Toddlers and Preschool 

Children at School 
This year in her opening address to 

administrators of Alpine School District, our 

regional PTA president indicated that her 

organization was asking when parent volunteers 

come to help at the school, that they leave 

preschool children at home.  We support this 

request.  When parents come to help with 

toddlers by their side, it is difficult to complete 

the work they have come to do while still tending 

to the needs of their little ones.  We have had 

incidences of toddlers wandering out of one room 

and into another, causing much concern for the 

lost child.  We have also had a few cases of 

younger children getting into teacher materials, 

spills, torn books, etc. while a parent was helping 

with a class activity or party.  If a young child is 

somehow injured, or if the child causes damages 

of some sort, then comes the question of liability 

issues as well.  It has already been an accepted 

standard that parent volunteers may not take 

preschoolers on a field trip, and it only makes 

sense for the same reasons, that this is the case 

when coming to help at the school. 

Parents with young children can still help in 

many ways.  One way is to work with a neighbor or 

friend to trade baby-sitting.  One parent can 

watch the children while the other helps at the 

school.  Then the next time, they could trade roles 

so that each has some time both helping with 

preschoolers and with doing volunteer work at the 

school.  For those who are not comfortable leaving 

their young ones with someone else, they may still 

help from home in many ways--making reminder or 

follow up phone calls, collating and stapling 

student papers, preparing bulletin board items or 

student learning materials and games, cutting out 

laminated items, etc.  The message is not that we 

do not like children.  We LOVE children; they are 

our business!  But our experience has shown that 

if toddlers are left at home, parent helpers are 

able to have a much more productive and focused 

time while working here at school, and we do not 

have to worry about lost children or accidents.  

We thank you for your support in this matter.  

Toys From Home 
 

 In our student handbook that was mailed to 

each family during the summer, we initially stated that 

students might bring toys from home for use at recess 

times.  We are finding that these are frequently 

becoming a distraction in class as students worry that 

someone might be taking something from their back 

pack, or wanting to "check on them" during class time.  

There are also cases where students have traded toys 

during recess and then changed their mind and wanted 

to leave class to go find a student to trade them back.  

In other instances students have left their toys on the 

playground during recess and then want to go out to 

find them.  We are therefore asking that students do 

not bring toys from home to play with at school.  

Teachers have a variety of playground equipment 

choices--sports balls, jump ropes, and outdoor games--

for students to use.  There are also swings, slides, and 

climbing toys for students to enjoy during recess time.  

One of our Shelley parents is developing a recess 

running activity plan that will provide another fun and 

healthy alternative for students during recess time.  

We look forward to sharing the details of this as soon 

as they are available. 

 We appreciate your support in helping us reduce 

distractions and student frustration by having your 

children leave personal toys at home.
